  5.1  At the completition of an experiment, remove the dead or euthanized organisms and place them in properly labeled (labeled with date, type of organisms, the chemicals the organisms were exposed and the investigators intitials) .

  5.2  Place the plastic bags in the freezer in Room 158 Life Science II.

5.3 When the freezer if full, call the Center for Environmental Health and Safety for
