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1.0  OBJECTIVE
To describe the procedure for disposing contaminated water

2.0  HEALTH AND SAFETY
Lab coat and safety glasses must be worn at all times.

3.0  PERSONNEL/TRAINING/RESPONSIBILITIES
Any SIUC employee/student familiar with the equipment, laboratory techniques, 

and trained in this and referenced SOP=s may perform this procedure.

4.0  REQUIRED AND RECOMMENDED MATERIALS
  4.1  Required Materials
Carbon Filter


 

5.0  PROCEDURE

  5.1  At the completition of an experiment, the dosed or contaminated water should be poured through a carbon filter to remove the contaminants prior to placing the water down the drain. A common filter for this purpose is a Whatman Carbon-Cap Disposable Activated carbon capsule.

  5.2  A log should be kept detailing the type of chemicals concentrated on the filter, time that the chemicals were eluted, the total amounts and the person(s) running the experiment. 
5.3 Periodically, (once every three months) or when the filter is saturated, call the Center for Environmental Health and Safety for pick-up of the filter. (453-7180)
